What do you do when you are in a ñwaiting room?ò  Browse through some magazines, read a book, day dream 

or do some people watching?  We often find ourselves in ñwaiting roomsò of various kinds.  We might be in a 

real ñwaiting roomò or we might be in a ñwaiting roomò of our own making.  When we are in a ñwaiting 

roomò ours lives seem like they are put on hold.  We have finished what we were doing and weôre waiting to 

get on to the next project or activity.  So, ñwaitingò can be pretty boring. 

 

August is perhaps the most boring month of the year.  The early summer crops have been harvested.  The crops 

planted in the spring are now growing and corn and soybean farmers are watching and waiting.  Summer 

vacations are winding down.  Even children are getting bored with summer and looking forward to the start of a 

new school year.  Imagine that!  Many people might be tempted to say ñletôs just get August over so we can go 

on to better and bigger things.ò 

 

Life is sometimes like that.  We often find ourselves ñin between.ò  We may have just finished one project and 

are waiting to take on the next one.  When someone asks us what weôre doing we may answer ñjust waiting.ò  

In the Bible the terms ñwait or waitingò can mean many things.  Some of these include:  ñwait quietly, wait and 

watch, wait patiently, wait impatiently or wait with hope and expectation.ò 

 

The bottom line is that God has given us each day as an opportunity to rejoice and be glad in it and use it in the 

best way we can to bring honor to God and blessings to others.  Since each day is a gift from God there is really

How does a genuine movement of God's Mission begin?  

 
The New Testament can be considered a missionary document. In the Book of Acts, Luke begins by saying "In my 
former book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus began to do and to teach." The book of Acts is the 
continuing story of what Jesus began to do and to teach, not the ending, and that movement yet goes on. 
 
There are no easy steps to create a missionary movement. Steve Addison, an Australian church planter, reminds 
us "We are utterly dependent on God for our salvation and for the results of our ministries. Nothing can explain 
the spread of the Christian movement throughout history other than the power of God that is present in the 
communication of the Gospel of the crucified and risen Jesus Christ." 
 
Addison has observed that there are characteristics that tend to mark 
a missional movement. The first is what he calls White Hot Faith. In 
the southern hemisphere, where the church is growing at an 
exponential rate, it can be said that "passionate faith is at the heart 
of the movement...it is the greatest resource...and often the only 
resource." There, "people are more likely to believe that what they 
read in the Gospels is happening in their midst. They believe that the 
world of the apostles is a present reality." 
 
What a wonderful way to wake up each day, knowing that despite 
whatever else is going on in the world, that what we read in the 
Gospels is happening in our midst right now and that the apostle's 
world is a present reality for all of us! Addison adds "White hot faith 
is the fuel that missionary movements run on. Nothing happens 
without a deep dependence on God. Nothing leads us into healthy 
dependence on the power of God more than to come to face with our 
desperate need of Him." 
 
The Kingdom of God is now. By baptism we have been brought into it 
and commissioned to reach out to others so that they can be part of 
it too. God in his mercy initiated this in sending Jesus who now sends
